Barnwell Competition Schedule 2007



The second annual ORPC Precision
Rifle competition took place on 4 No-
vember 2006 at the Barnwell Range.
Competitors were shooting for the
ORPC trophy where they were chal-
lenged to complete a precision
course-of-fire in a variety of different
positions with a high-power rifle at
100 yards (minimum calibre .223
Remington).

Three courses-of-fire were required
and these consisted of 10 shots
prone, 10 shots sitting and finally 10
shots from the bench. Each detalil
was shot in a maximum time of 5 min-
utes and in the prone and bench de-
tails, any resting device could be
used. The comp was open to any rifle
and any ammunition conforming to

This particular competition is for Underlever Carbines &
Long Barrel Revolvers and took place in September ‘06.
Competitors are required to shoot three details, each at
20, 35 & 50 yards. Each detail requires 18 rounds of
ammunition for the 6 paper plate targets. Starting with
an empty gun, there were just 120 seconds to shoot 6
shots kneeling, 6 shots left shoulder and 6 shots right
shoulder, only loading a maximum of 6 rounds in any
position.

With 5 points awarded for a hit within the inner ring and
4 points for the anywhere else on the paper plate, the
seconds appeared to tick away very quickly as the left
shoulder position proved to be particularly challenging.
Due to the small number of shooters, an ‘open entry’
was in place for this event with scoped rifles competing
against iron sights with an obvious advantage. Similarly,

red dotted LBRs competed with open sighted ver-
sions.
